SA01795CH, float serial number 10269A and later.

BACKGROUND:

Wipaire implemented a new aluminum baggage locker floor designed for the stowage of pilot gear, starting with float serial
number 10269A. In response to operators’ requests, a modification for the baggage compartment has been developed to
accommodate a 30-gallon foam retardant tank. This service letter provides installation instructions for modifying the baggage
area and serves as a supplement to the foam retardant system installation per Wipaire Drawing 7D1-4386.

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Baggage Floor Modification

1. Drill holes and install nutplates with flush rivets in the baggage floor panel per Figure 2.

2. Secure the floor brackets to the floor panel with noted fasteners per Figure 3.

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Baggage Lip Replacement

Remove the existing inboard and outboard baggage lip per Figure 4.

Cleco inboard baggage lip in place.

Match drill 4X @.194 holes for the electrical mounting clip from the inboard baggage lip into the topdeck rail.
Remove Inboard baggage lip, debur and apply corrosion inhibitor to the drilled holes.

Install inboard and outboard baggage lips with MS20426-4 rivets to the topdeck rails.

REPLACEMENT PARTS
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Wiring Connector

1. Drill out the inboard jig hole rivet located on bulkhead 12, upsize hole to 5/16", and install grommet MS35489-4 (item 25).
See Figure 5.

2. Find the stowed wiring harness labeled P8/P9 in the aft Inboard corner of the float baggage compartment and route
through the grommet installed in the previous step.

3. Install the noted pins, connector, & cable clamp to P8/P9 per the wiring diagram in Figure 6.
4. Fasten the wiring connector to the mounting clip using noted screws while it is free hanging per Figure 7.
5. Fasten the connector mounting clip to the backside of the baggage lip/top deck rail with noted fasteners per Figure 7.

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Tube Routing

SUPPLY TUBE:
1. Find the existing “Supply” locating rivet in the topdeck for drilling out the tubing hole per Figure 8.
I 2. Drill 1.0 inch hole in the top skin, debur, apply corrosion inhibitor, and install the noted grommet per Figure 9.
3. Locate the tube coupler on the backside of the FWD baggage lip Figure 9.
I 4. Remove the tubing plug on the bulkhead directly behind the tube coupler, upsize the hole to 1.0 inch and replace it with a
noted grommet in Figure 9.
5. Apply Teflon tape to the threads of the barbed fitting and install the fitting to the backside to the tube coupler.

6. Route the tubing from the fuselage connection, down the inside of the strut, through the topdeck grommet, through the
bulkhead grommet, and secure each end of the tubing to the barbed fittings with tubing clamp per Figure 9.

RETURN TUBE: (OPTIONAL)
1. Find the existing “Return” locating rivet in the topdeck for drilling out the tubing hole per Figure 8.
I 2. Dirill 1.0 inch hole in the top skin, debur, apply corrosion inhibitor, and install the noted grommet per Figure 9.
3. Locate the tube coupler on the backside of the FWD baggage lip Figure 9.
I 4. Remove the tubing plug on the bulkhead directly behind the tube coupler, upsize the hole to 1.0 inch and replace it with a
noted grommet in Figure 9.
5. Apply Teflon tape to the threads of the barbed fitting and install the fitting to the backside to the tube coupler.

6. Route the tubing from the fuselage connection, down the inside of the strut, through the topdeck grommet, through the
bulkhead grommet, and secure each end of the tubing to the barbed fittings with tubing clamp per Figure 9.

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Foam Tank Installation

1. Reinstall the forward access cover, mounting plate, floor channels, and modified baggage floor into the float per Figure 1.
2. Reinstalling the side floor panels:
a. Reinstalling the side floor panels is optional and may be omitted if desired.
b. If side floor panels are reinstalled, every other screw (qty 6) may be omitted for securing them.
3. Insert the foam tank into the baggage opening.
4. Inspect tank perimeter for any pass-through cutout misalignments for the wiring, tubing, or fasteners.
5. Shim under the tank and/or modify the tank pass-through cutouts as needed.
6. Install the noted shims between the tank and the baggage lip, secure the tank with noted fasteners per Figure 10.

SUPPLY TUBE:
1. Apply Teflon tape to the barbed fitting and install the fitting on the front side of the tube coupler per Figure 11.
2. Connect the Supply tubing between the tank pump and the barbed fitting with noted clamps per Figure 11.

RETURN TUBE: (OPTIONAL)

1. Remove the hex plug from the tank from the tank shown in Figure 11, drill a 37/64” hole in the center of the plug and tap
with a 3/8-18 NPT tap. Apply Teflon tape and reinstall it into the tank.

2. Apply Teflon tape to the threads on the elbow fitting and install into the hex plug in the orientation shown in Figure 11
3. Connect the Return tubing between the elbow fitting and the barbed fitting with noted clamps per Figure 11.

ELECTRICAL:

1. Connect the tank wiring to the baggage lip electrical connector per Figure 11.

PLACARD:

1. Install the placard as shown in Figure 11.
